The results;

4 of 6 studies found that IPE resulted in: 

Å improved working culture in ED and patient satisfaction; 

Ådecreased errors in ED 

Å improved management of the care delivered to domestic 

violence victims

Å improved knowledge and skills of professionals 

providing care to mental health patients

2 of these 4 studies found mixed results

2 of 6 studies found that IPE had little to no effect



Interprofessional Education (IPE)

Definition

Interprofessional education occurs when two or more 

professions learn with, from and about each other to 

improve collaboration and the quality of care ( CAIPE, 2002).

Students from each professions look at the subject from the 

perspective of its own and other profession (Harden, 1998 ).



Once students understand how to work inter -

professionally , they are ready to enter the 

workplace as a member of the collaborative 

practice team.  This is a key step in moving health 

systems from fragmentation to a position of 

strength .
